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Constructive feedback is an effective tool for student learning. But one of the challenges you may face is not having the resources or time to provide
individual feedback. So peer review may be a suitable solution to this challenge.
Peer review is providing an opportunity for the student to review his colleague's assignment and provide him with constructive feedback.
